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The Bel-Air home that was originally built for Doors guitarist Robby Kreiger is on the 
market today for $6.19 million (listing here at Rodeo Realty). The home was designed in 
a blend of John Lautner and Frank Lloyd Wright architectural styles, wrapping around a 
pool and patio area in the middle of the property. Before its current owner, the house also 
belonged to Limp Bizkit's Fred Durst.
